Finances
Please find below a Profit & Loss for the period 1 July 2024 to 30 June 2025.
My comments are:
1. Whitehorse is in a strong position with $10,042.35 in the Sandhurst Account
and $655.29 in the Trading Account. That is 4+ years of expenses in the bank
if it anticipates a similar level of activity to last year.
2. Membership numbers are similar to same last year and income from fees is
similar to last year.
3. The Profit &amp; Loss account has been compared to a budget and forecast
updated as at 30 June 2025. The updates reflect the actual cost YTD on
various items and importantly no planned capital purchases.
4. The surplus for the year is $1,308 agains a budget of $695
5. The main expenditure since the last meeting was Paddle Vic costs of $461.
6. There is over $8,000 at call in Sandhurst if the club wishes to do anything.
7. The rules of the Sandhurst Account are that funds must be initially lodged for
90 days and thereafter they are at call.
